(the “GSD”) of the Fixed Income Clearing Corporation (“FICC”) is attached hereto as
Exhibit 5.

2. Procedures of the Self-Regulatory Organization.

FICC received approval to submit this filing from its Credit and Market Risk
Management Committee on June 20, 2007.

3. Self-Regulatory Organization's Statement of the Purpose of, and Statutory Basis for, the
Proposed Rule Change.

(a) FICC is proposing to re-institute its GCF Repo®' service on an inter-clearing bank
basis.

Background

The GCF Repo service allows GSD dealer members to trade general collateral repos
throughout the day without requiring intra-day, trade-for-trade settlement on a delivery-versus-
payment (DVP) basis. The service allows the dealers to trade such general collateral repos,
based on rate and term, throughout the day with inter-dealer broker netting members ("brokers")
on a blind basis. Standardized, generic CUSIP numbers have been established exclusively for
GCF Repo processing and are used to specify the acceptable type of underlying Fedwire book-
entry eligible collateral, which includes Treasuries, Agencies and certain mortgage-backed
securities.

The GCF Repo service was developed as part of a collaborative effort among GSCC
(FICC’s predecessor), its two clearing banks (The Bank of New York (“BNY”) and The Chase
Manhattan Bank (now JP Morgan Chase Bank, National Association (“Chase”)) — and industry
representatives.” GSCC introduced the GCF Repo service on an intra-clearing bank basis in
1998.2 Under the intrabank service, dealers can only engage in GCF Repo transactions with

2 BNY and Chase remain the two cléaring banks approved by FICC to provide GCF Repo settlement services. In
the future, other banks that FICC, in its sole discretion, determines to have met its operational requirements may be
approved to provide GCF Repo settiement services.
