Subject: Submission of Rule Filing — SR-FICC-2014-04 (Termination of NYPC Arrangement)

On June 9, 2014, Fixed Income Clearing Corporation (“FICC”) filed a rule change for immediate
effectiveness (SR-FICC-2014-04) with the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) pursuant to
Section 19(b)(3)(A) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. This rule change consists of revisions of
the Government Securities Division (“GSD”) Rules to remove references to New York Portfolio
Clearing, LLC (“NYPC”) and the cross-margining arrangement between NYPC and FICC (the “NYPC
Arrangement”), as the NYPC Arrangement is no longer in effect.
